The Pearl River serves as a border between the states of Louisiana and Mississippi.  These photographs are at the lower end, near Pearlington, LA.  The Pearl River marsh appeared somewhat affected by debris and wrack but we did not see the folding, compressing, and tearing observed after hurricanes Andrew and Lili.  Note the extensive wrack and erosion along the railroad right-of-way that traverses the outermost fringe of the Pearl River marsh.
